PROPOSED BYLAWS CHANGES FOR 2010

Rationale: The bylaws committee proposes the following changes to WNA Bylaws in order to make the work of Board Members less stressful, more efficient, and provide for continuity in performing the responsibilities of the Legislative Committee.  Currently, the President Elect (PE) chairs the Legislative Committee. Elections are in opposite years for PE and Vice President (VP). In the year when the PE is new, the VP will already be in place so that person can take the lead on this committee and vice versa the following year. The proposed changes are presented here in the relevant Articles and Sections of the current Bylaws.

ARTICLE IV:  BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 9:  DUTIES OF OFFICERS

A. The President of WNA shall serve as the spokesperson on matters of Association policy and      positions.  Specifically, the President of WNA shall:

1. Be chairperson of the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee.

2. Preside at all meetings of the WNA.

3. Present a yearly report at the Annual Meeting.

4. Serve as an ANA elected Delegate.

5. Serve as a representative of WEX and the Constituent Assembly of ANA.

6. Serve as WNA ex-officio member of all committees except the Nominating Committee.

B. The President-Elect shall assume the duties of the President in his/her absence or at the direction of the President.  The President-Elect shall serve as an ANA elected Delegate.  The President-Elect shall serve as Co-Chairperson of the Legislative Committee.

C. The Vice-President shall assume the duties of the President in the absence of the President and President-Elect.  The Vice-President shall serve as Chairperson of the Membership and Public Relations Committee.  The Vice-President shall serve as the elected First Alternate ANA Delegate. The Vice-President shall serve as Co-Chairperson of the Legislative Committee.

ARTICLE VI: COMMITTEES
SECTION 8:  RESPONSIBILITIES

B. The Legislative Committee shall:

1. Be co-chaired by the President-Elect and the Vice President.

2. Recommend positions on current legislative issues to the WNA Board

3. Apprise the WNA Board of legislative affairs.

4. Develop WNA membership in the legislative process.

5. Actively participate in the legislative process.

6. Submit an annual budget to the Finance Committee.

7. Keep membership informed of pertinent legislative issues through whatever means are appropriate.
